Overview of Eichelberger Farms

In Wayland, lowa you will find the heart of Eichelberger Farms, Inc (EFI). We are a swine production company that
has grown from 120 sows in lowa to nearly 60,000 sows spread across lowa, lllinois, and Missouri. The company was
founded by Dave and Nancy Eichelberger and continues to be family owned.

Piglets weaned from sow farms are raised by 170 farmers/producers located primarily in the Southeastern quadrant
of lowa. The farmer/producer owns the finishing buildings, provides the caretaking labor, and utilizes the manure as
fertilizer. EFI provides the pig, feed and nutrition, and health support. EFl markets around 1.4 million hogs annually,

which are harvested at 3 customer packing facilities located in lowa, lllinois, and Missouri.

The company has 2 subsidiaries: Eichelberger Milling, Inc, and Eichelberger Transportation, LLC. The milling company
produces 315,000 tons of complete feed per year — approximately 1/2 of the company's total use.
The transportation company operates a fleet of 18 livestock trucks, 35 trailers, and 9 feed delivery units.
